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Today, we American Jews meet in Philadelphia
to discuss Jewish issues and assess our situation
in light of the cataclysmic events that have come to
pass. But while we sit comfortably in hotel lobbies
discussing the future of the Jewish people, in Israel
itself the situation is grim. Jewish children are
being targeted, murdered, stoned to death, and
mutilated. The economy is weak and the social
climate is tense. The endless violence has brought
about a general feeling of depression and malaise
throughout the Israeli public.

Here in America and around the world our
position is deteriorating as well. On every college
campus students are brainwashed  with
“Palestinian” lies. Violent anti-Semitism disguised
as anti-Zionism is flaring up

Aliyah is the key to the contemporary rebirth of the
Jewish people, because the Destiny of the Jewish
people is unified and bound with the Land of Israel.
The return of the American Jews to Zion is the last
leg of the Jewish people’s long journey towards
reunification in our own Land.

Aliyah is a radical solution but it is not the solution
of radicals. Israel education and programming has
played a large role in all our lives, especially young
people.

The founding of the State
of Israel was a miracle and it is the answer to two
thousand years worth of prayer. We American
Jews must see the implications of modern events in
light of Israel. We must understand that American
Jews and Israeli Jews are two halves of one whole.

We can help. We can make immigration to Israel a
reality by shifting focus towards the needs of
American Aliyah. We need to create jobs, schools,
and a support system for American Jews in Israel.
We need to streamline the bureaucratic process of
immigration. We need to make funds available to
help young American Jews overcome their
educational debts. We need to look towards Israel
for our future. With our unique American Jewish
experience and ambition we will settle in the land
and be the catalysts for rebirth and reform in a new
Israel. We must meet this challenge today and not
forsake our land to our enemies. The time has come
for American Jews to Arise, return to Israel, and
reunite with our brethren as one nation.

These thoughts sit in each of our hearts - let us follow our heart to the truth, let us go home.
